MULTIPLE HOUSING

ORDINANCE

On December 15%, the City Planning Commission
held a public meeting regarding a new city ordi-
nance regarding Accessory Dwelling Units. The
state of California is suffering a major housing
crisis, and as a result passed a law that allows the
construction of guest units on all single family lots,
as long as certain conditions are met. It also
requires that Cities must allow the construction

of guest units in their jurisdiction. If they do not
adopt their own ordinances stating what the con-
ditions are to build guest units, they must follow
the state requirements.

Overall, the ordinance is okay, but still needs
some tweaking. There were many public speak-
ers both for and against the ordinance. Many of
the opposing speakers discussed the inadequate
provisions regarding the additional parking bur-
dens guest units bring to a neighbourhood. There
was also discussion that allowing guest units basi-
cally turns all single family zoned properties into
duplex properties. There was also discussion
regarding the severe impacts Accessory Dwelling
Units can have in RA property areas, where an
improperly placed ADU can seriously impact the
animal keeping rights of five surrounding proper-
ties. The ordinance seems to have some draw-
backs that is inherent when an ordinance is drawn
as hastily as this one was. The proponents of the
ordinance cite the desperate need the city has for
additional housing facilities, and most importantly,
facilities that are legal and up to code. There are
currently many illegal and bootlegged guest units
which are of inferior and unsafe condition, and
this ordinance would provide a path to main-
streaming these facilities, and ensuring the health
and safety of their occupants.

CLEVELAND HIGH

REMODEL

On December 8%, LAUSD unveiled its preliminary
plans for the remodel and reconstruction of
Cleveland High School, a project with an 107
million dollar budget. It was clear that a lot of
thought was put into the preliminary designs. It
was also clear that very little thought was put into
the needs and desires of the students who will be
attending the school, or the needs and wants of
the community in which Cleveland sits; Reseda
Ranch.

The local community has suffered for over forty
years with the parking overflow and traffic grid-
lock Cleveland generates. That is because Cleve-
land’s parking, once at least adequate, has eroded
over the years as various buildings and infrastruc-
ture has been added, gobbling up the parking lots.
A school that should have, at a minimum, 305
parking spaces, has only 258.

As a result, during school hours, visitors to local
residents are unable to find available on-street
parking spaces for blocks around. The school
also does not have any on-campus student pick up
and drop off, rather this activity is outsourced
onto surrounding public streets. This means total
gridlock on the neighborhood streets during the
morning, and mid afternoon when students are
arriving and leaving. None of the plans presented
addressed solving these problems, and during the
Q & A session it became clear that no thought
was even given to acknowledging these problems
exist.

It was stressed at the meeting that one of the
goals of the revamping of the school is to respect
and preserve the historical aspects of the school,
while also creating new facilities and beefing up
the safety of existing structures. Unfortunately,
the only history the planners seem to respect is
the design and architectural history and signifi-
cance of the school, and completely ignored the
personal history of those that have passed
through its halls in the last 60 plus years. Present
at the meeting was a large and vocal group of
Cleveland alumni and current students of the
Cleveland Drafting Program. This program was
taught and lead by a dynamic and well-respected
educator, Don Runyan. By all accounts, a prime
example of a quality educator who spent 40 years
of his life improving the lives of those that passed
through his classroom. When he passed away a
few years ago, the free-standing drafting class-
room was dedicated as a memorial to him. Con-
sidering the years he spent improving the lives of
his students and the success he helped many of
them achieve in their lives, it seems a modest
reward, but at least his memory would live on and
be respected by future generations of drafting
students. Well, at least until LAUSD decides to
tear the building down in the process of their
remodel.  Apparently, the history of one of
LAUSD’s most dedicated and successful teachers,
the type of teacher that is the life blood of the
district, is too trivial to be concerned about. In

none of the plans presented was any effort made
to preserve this building, in fact, in two of them,
the building is to be replaced by a patch of lawn!

It was stated a number of times that this meeting
was a preliminary public meeting, and there would
be a number of future public meetings. Cleveland
desperately needs to be brought up to modern
standards, and the budget dedicated to doing this
is substantial. Hopefully, the design team LAUSD
has hired will take the comments made by these
two constituencies to heart, and the proposals
they present at future public meetings will take
into account the serious concerns these Reseda
stakeholders have about this project.
